• Providing support for the implementation of Circular Systemic Solutions (CSS) of Pilots 
and Fellows.

• Collecting relevant knowledge on financial, regulatory, social and environmental aspects of CCS.

• Presenting lessons learned from CCRI-CSO activities for further dissemination, communication 
and awareness raising activities.

Support Pilots and Fellows 

Main activities  Selection of Pilots and Fellows. For overview of the CCRI stakeholders, consult the 
website.

 Individualised support to Pilots, through the elaboration of roadmaps and targeted 
activities.

 Group activities, including:

➢ Thematic Working groups allowing for multistakeholder discussion and collaboration 
on 1) construction and circular buildings, 2) circular bioeconomy, 3) circular resource 
management, 4) circular industrial symbiosis and circular economy in industries. 

➢ Webinars (the first on the CCRI Methodology, and the second on the Horizon Europe 
calls), and workshops (the first Coordination and Support Workshop already took 
place – main takeaways here!).

• Decision makers at local and regional level involved in the processes of circular transitions, 
including both public and private parts

How?

• Support within the PILOTING activities

• Exchanges and feedback loops in order to upgrade, enhance and make the CCRI-M operational​
